Objectives of the Scholarship

To promote excellence in Christian education among students of the College;
To provide an opportunity for high-achieving students who might otherwise financially find
themselves unable to pursue their studies in a Christian College;

To lift the profile of the College as an educational institution that encourages the best in all
students.

Eligibility

External students from Year 5 to Year 7 who are currently enrolled in other schools are eligible to

apply for the Scholarship providing parents qualify for Membership in the Association of Christian
Parent-Controlled Schools.

The Scholarship Award

The Scholarships are awarded annually through until the completion of Year 9 on the basis of
the applicant’s ongoing commitment to study and success.

The Scholarship may be continued into Senior Schooling if the recipient continues to make
excellent progress.

Each Scholarship is worth the full value of tuition. Other associated costs such as uniform
requirements and support materials such as books etc. will be met by the family of the
Scholarship recipient.

Should a child who is awarded a Scholarship withdraw or terminate his/her enrolment at the
College, the Scholarship is not redeemable for cash, and is not transferable to another student
or sibling at the College. It is also not transferable to other schools within or outside W.A.
Students who have been successful in being granted a Scholarship in a particular year and
who wish to continue their study the following year at the College need to reapply for the
Scholarship.
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Selection Criteria

Applicants must demonstrate a dynamic Christian faith and testimony. They should be able to
recount how Jesus is real in their life and express what it means to be a Christian.

Students who excel in various fields of endeavour, especially in the following areas: academic,
sport, cultural / aesthetic and Christian leadership.

Students who can demonstrate that they can make an outstanding contribution to the life of
the College.

It is preferable, but not necessary, that applicants have special skills or abilities that will
contribute to and complement the College’s educational and sporting programs. Such examples
include playing a sport at a national or international level, participating in music and literary
competitions, or similar.

Application Procedure

All applications received must include:

All sections of the Application Form completed and returned;

Documentation supporting the applicant’s academic, sporting or cultural / aesthetic
achievements;

Two most recent School Reports;

Results of the last NAPLAN and/or WALNA testing (whichever is applicable);

Written reference provided by the applicant’s Pastor of the church which is currently attended;
Two personal references;

Birth Certificate or current Passport;

Advice of any special needs.
